Now I do not mind helping such people but when you are receiving 
communications through emails there is a need to look for some Red Flags. Working in a 
bank and a hotel gave me some experience in identifying such scams. In such emails 
personal testimony is missing, glorifying Jesus Christ and His word is missing, name of 
the person/ministry who reached out to you is missing and then the consistency in 
reaching out for help is missing. Now even if you do not include all this above and you  
pretend to be a person from Pakistan, then your English needs to be a Pakistani English 
and not perfect American English. I have more but these are just few points to look for to 
identify a scam/fake email. Ever since we decided to serve our Lord Jesus Christ in 
Pakistan, I expect these things to happen and not just this, I expect trials, troubles, 
persecution and much more because devil does not want us to witness to these lost souls 
the truth of biblical salvation. Here is the comfort that when we go through all this for 
Christ, it is acceptable with God and He is glorified. When you, soul winners go door 
knocking or pass out tracts or witness to the lost souls and ye be reproached for the name 
of Christ, be happy because He is glorified. Do not let these reproaches scare you or 
disappoint you. You continue to do right for the Lord. I was listening to a pastor and this 
is what he said, Devil knows how to make the lost people scared, but he has not figure out 
how to scare the saved born again Christians. It makes him go crazy when even in 
persecution we rejoice and glorify God.
